• Labelling of diagrams should be done with a ruler

When starting a new paragraph pupils 

should start on the next line and indent 

when writing by hand or miss a line out 

with no indentation when typing. 

Writing must start 

next to the margin 

unless it is a new 

paragraph. 

Numbers of 

questions must be 

written in the 

margin, if there is 

one.
